Kenya 2010 – Support Raising

Individual Need:  
$3300 for 11 days (24 June – 4 July 2010)

This support amount will cover basically everything: plane ticket, insurance, visa, food, lodging, transport, a safari, and other miscellaneous expenses.  It will not cover your personal spending for things such as souvenirs, snacks, or other things you might want to buy for yourself. 

Your support money will go through Brackenhurst Ministries (there is a 1st Pres. team account). This account will enable your supporters to make tax-deductible contributions. They will need to follow this process (so you will need to communicate this to them):

· Checks should be made payable to Brackenhurst Ministries
· Supporters should include the support card (found online, you print and include with your letter) that has your name on it (you must write your name on each card before mailing them out with your letter) 

· Supporters should include a note with the check saying who they are supporting 
(tell them to do both and hopefully they’ll do at least one) (

Then the Brackenhurst Ministries office will record the donations. Mary Pace will email you updates whenever support money comes in for you. She or I will be able to tell you which of your supporters have sent in money and what your total support is. Then the office will mail a tax receipt to your supporters at the end of the quarter.

You will need to write a thank-you note to your supporters at some point (I like to do it as the money comes in so I don’t get too behind). If you don’t have their home address, we can usually get it off the check. You can use the online thank you card, just print it on durable paper and cut into 4 cards. And it is also a good idea for you to get their email address so that you can send out an email update at some point (or multiple times) while you are in Kenya. Remember…they are a huge part of this trip as well, so it’s really nice if you can keep them updated…and keep them praying! 

Then you can use the supporter tracking page (found online) to keep up with your supporters as well as your financial amounts. You should use the online support card to send to each of your supporters. Please cut the page into 4 cards and write your name on each card. You are welcome to print this support card page on a more durable paper if you would like.


You are welcome to raise support in whichever ways you would like. I typically write a letter (sample letters are online) talking about what the Lord has been doing in my life, the opportunity He has blessed me with, and my excitement about partnering with Him in the work He’s doing. Then ask if your person would be interested in partnering with you either financially or prayerfully. Make sure to write your letter on the Brackenhurst Ministries letterhead (found online). Then, include your letter and your support card (with your name on each card) in each envelope.  And you can decide if you would like to include a pre-addressed stamped envelope or a picture or a prayer request card. 

You need to have $2000 of your support in by April 15th and $3300 in by June 1st.  You should aim to have your first round of letters out by February 15th. 

You can decide if you would like to call and/or meet with your supporters. Depending on what you decide, you should include that in your letter. If you say you will call them, then you must call. If you are not planning to call/meet, then do not mention it. You can also speak to a church, a church’s mission committee, or a special group at a church. If you would like a dvd that you can use for support raising, then let Mary Pace know.
